Pasition each part correclly and insert
screws or bolts into their respective
holes by hand tighten or using the
proper hand tool. Cnly tighten when
step is completed or when instructed
to do so.

Use cardboard or carpet area when
assembling furniture to prevenl
scralches . Make sure the furniture
rests on a flat and level surface with
each leg evenly touching the floor

tools and do not overlighten,

tighten any loose hardware and repeat
again every six months thereafler,
