INSTALATION

Before the first use

e Remove the exterior and interior packing materials.

e |t is important for the appliance to be leveled in order to work properly. You may need to
adjust the feet to make it level.

e Let the appliance stand upright for approximately 24 hours before connecting it to
the power source, which helps to reduce the possibility of a cooling-system
malfunction from handling during transportation.

e Use a soft clo_th to clear_l the interior surface with lukewarm water.

How to install the handle:

1)Pull away the sealing gasket where the handle is to be installed as shown in Fig1. The
gasket is easily displaced by hand. No tools are necessary.

2)Align the handle with the screws installed. Tighten the screws using a Phillips head
screwdriver until the handle sets both flush and secured tightly against the door frame. (DO
NOT over tighten as this will cause damage to the handle assembly).

3) Install the sealing gasket to its original position.

Built-in installation

These appliances are designed for both built-in or free standing installation. For built-in
installation, ensure proper service access and ventilation, allow at least 74" (6.35mm) space
on each side and at the top
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OPERATING THE APPLIANANCE
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Power On /Off

e When the appliance is plugged into a power outlet, it powers on automatically.

e Touch the power button to turn on the appliance.Press power button for 3 seconds to turn off
the appliance if needed.

e Touch the lighting button to turn on (or turn off) the interior cool LED lighting.

Set Temperature

Touch the g or 5 button to increase or decrease the temperature of the selected zone.
The temperature will increase 1°F or 1°C if you touch the button once; On the contrary the
temperature will decrease 1°F or 1°C if you touch the button once.

e |If the appliance is power off suddenly. Please turn on the appliance after 3-5 minutes later. The
temperature setting is with automatic memory function.

e This wine cooler is suitable for the ambient temperature 5-32°C/41-89.6°F. If
temperature is higher or lower than it, the performance may be affected.

e |[f it is the first time to use this appliance, it is normal that the preset temperature and display
temperature is different. Everything will back to normal after few hours working.

Romving Shelf

eTo avoid the damage of door sealing, please open the door fully when you slide out the
shelves.

eFor your convenience of taking wine, you can pull out the shelf by 1/3. Our product is
designed with shelf holder to prevent the shelf pull over and fall off the cabinet.

o|f you need to take off the shelf from cabinet, you can pull out the shelf to the position
where the notch of shelf is exactly under the plastic post and then lift it up and out. (See
figure below)

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Turn off the power, unplug the appliance, and remove all items including shelves

Wash the inside surfaces with a warm water and soft cloth

Wash the shelves with a mild detergent solution

Wring excess water out of the sponge or cloth when cleaning area of the controls, or any
electrical parts

e Wash the outside cabinet with warm water and mild liquid detergent. Rinse well and
wipe dry with a clean soft cloth. Do not use steel wool or steel brush on the stainless
steel. These will contaminate the stainless steel with steel particles and rusting may
occur.

Power failure

Most power failures are corrected within a few hours and should not affect the temperature
of your appliance if you minimize the number of times the door is opened. If the power is
going to be off for a longer period of time, you need to take the proper steps to protect your
contents.




Moving your wine chiller

eRemove all items (bottles)

eTape down securely all loose items (shelves) inside your appliance.

eTurn the adjustable leg up to the base to avoid damage.

eTape the door shut. Be sure the appliance stays secure in the upright position during
transportation. If you absolutely need to transport the chiller horizontally, transport the chiller
on its back (door on top). Also protect outside of appliance with a blanket, or similar item.

Energy saving tips

The wine chiller should be located in the coolest area of the room, away from heat producing
appliances, and out of the direct sunlight.

TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

You can solve many common wine chiller problems easily, saving you the cost of a possible
service call. Try the suggestions below to see if you can solve the problem before calling the
service.
