There are two diameters of white inserts included. For a three piece rod, Attach finials by turning the end of the finial screw into the end of the plastic insert until
there is only one diameter of white insert. completely snug.

INSTALLATION Then install screws through brackets. Do not tighten screws too much - just snug is best.
