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Step by step assembly instructions

Step One

Place the Glass Top (C) on a soft, level place. Do not let the Glass Top hinder the assembly of

other parts.

With the help of another person, place Table Top Frame (A) upside down on a flat,
non-abrasive surface to avoid scratching the table surface or rim.

Step Two

Place the Table Legs/Base (B} onto the Table Top Frame (A), aligning all holes in each part.
Spring

Loosely attach the Table Legs to the Table Top Frame (A) using Flat Washers (G),
Washers (F) and Bolts (E).

Step Three

Only tighten the bolts when all bolts and washers are in place and turn freely. Once you are
satisfied with the alignment of the components carefully tighten all bolts using Spanner (H).

Do not over-tighten.
Cover each bolt with Bolt End Cap (D).

Step Four

With the help of another person, carefully turn the table in the upright position. Level the table
by adjustable feet screw.

Carefully place the Glass Top (C) on the Table Top Frame {A) and make sure they match each
other. Make sure the glass top is fully inlaid in the Table Top Frame (A).

Your table is now ready for use.
