
11. Restore power lo circuit al breaker or fuse box. 

10. Place the shade onto the support and install the finial. 

8. Assemble lhe shade support to the fixture. 

7. Place the fixture over the mounting bracket 
and fasten it in place with the 3 screws. 

6. Connect the black fixture wires to the black wire 
in the outlet box. Fasten the joined wires as in step 5.

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4. Fasten the green fixture wire lo the green or bore copper wire in the box 
or fasten it to the mounting Clip with green screw provided.

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3. Attach the mounttng bracket to the outlet box. 
{The green ground screw should face out). 
Align the bracket so the top screw hole is exactly at the top.

FIXTURE INSTALLATION 
1. Remove the fixture, shade and parts bag(s) from !he carton. 

Before discarding the carton, double check packing to make certain that all parts are found. 

3. This fixture is designed to be mounted on a standard round or octagon box. The box must be securely mounted to the structure of lhe building. 

2. If an existing fixture is being replaced, remove il and n9te to which of the wires in the outlet box the fixture was attached. 
DO NOT SEPARATE ANY OTfiERWIRES THAT MAY BE lN THE BOX. DO NOT DAMAGE THE INSULATION OF OLDER WIRING. 
tn regular circumstances the BLACK wire will be the "Hor lead and the WHITE wire will be the 'Neutral' or 'Common' lead. 
A GREEN or BARE COPPER wire is the 'Ground". In older buildings it is always good practice lo reconfirm the polarity or the wiring. 

lNST ALLA TION PREPARATION 
1. TURN OFF THE ENTIRE ELECTRICAL CIRCUIT TO WHICH THE LIGHTING FIXTURE IS TO BE A TI ACHED. 

Move the appropriate circuit breaker to the "off position or completely remove the fuse controlling the circuit. 

3. TOOLS NEEDED: Blade screwdriver, phillips screwdriver, slip joint pliers or small adjustable wrench, wire cutter/stripper, 
electrical current tester, stepladder and electrical lape.
