assembly.

2. Pass lead wire through Chain (10), Loop (11), Nipple (09) and Canopy (07), then slip Lock Washer (06), thread Hex Nut (05) onto Nipple

(09). Finally, tighten Hex Nut (05) to secure Loop (11) to Canopy (07).

3. Find appropriate threaded holes on Mounting Bar (01), and assemble Mounting Screws (02) into threaded holes with Hex Nuts (03).

8. Insert Decor Long Frosted Glass Tubes (24) into holes of Inner Decor Trim (22) as the illustration shown.

9. Insert Decor Short Clear Glass Tubes (25) into holes of Outer Decor Trim (23) as the illustration shown.
