PREPARATION FOR INSTALLATION

& Read all instructions before unpacking the product.

Important Unpacking Instructions

1. Open the carton carefully. Do not remove the shower glass doors or panels until you have
read these instructions.

2. Prepare a soft cloth blanket, at least 1/4 inch thick, larger than the glass doors or panels.
Place it on your working area floor.

3. Remove the glass doors or panels from the carton and place them carefully on the soft cloth
blanket. Do not lean the glass against walls or floors without protection.

Attention!

- Never place glass doors or panels directly on tile, concrete, or any hard surfaces. Always
use a soft cloth blanket or protective surface under the glass. Placing glass without protection
can cause scratches on the tempered glass, which may lead to shattering immediately,
during installation, or during use.

- Improper handling can scratch or damage the glass doors or panels. Always inspect all glass
doors and panels carefully before installation.

- Do not install any glass that has scratches or chipped corners. Stop the installation
if any damage is found.

- Never set glass on its corners. Make sure the floor is level and fully covered with the soft
cloth blanket when preparing the glass doors or panels for installation.

Pre-Installation Checks

1. After opening all packages, check that all parts and components are included by referring
to the parts diagram.

2. Inspect boxes and packaging for shipping damage. If parts are missing or damaged,
contact customer support immediately.

3. Double-check all corners and edges of every glass door and panel. Installation must not
proceed if any damage is found.

Important!

Consult your local building and plumbing codes regarding installation compliance. Building
codes vary by state and location.

Installation Requirements

- Ensure the installation surface is level and solid, able to support the total weight of the unit.

- Walls must be at the correct angles. Uneven surfaces or angled walls can cause
serious installation problems.

- Some adjustments and drilling will be necessary during installation.

- The wall must have a minimum 2" x 4" wood stud framing behind it to support this
heavy product.

Safety Instructions

Failure to follow these instructions could result in serious injury or death due to improper
handling or incorrect installation of this product. These instructions must be observed
for safe and proper installation.

- A licensed and insured professional contractor is required for installation, with assistance
from a second person.

- Use professional-grade glass suction cups for handling heavy glass panels.

- Install this product only on finished thresholds and against finished walls.

Cleaning and Maintenance

1. For daily cleaning of the product, you can use common liquid detergent and a soft cloth.

2. For stains, use a clean soft towel or a small amount of neutral soap solution or toothpaste
to gently wipe.

3. To keep the glass surface shiny, you can use a polishing agent for polishing treatment.

Precautions

1. Do not use acidic, alkaline, or sharp tools during cleaning to avoid damaging the glossiness
of shower trays, glass, metal materials, and other accessories' surfaces.

2. Avoid using strong detergents containing acetone or ammonia ingredients; when
disinfecting, avoid using disinfectants containing formic acid and formaldehyde to prevent
damage to the product's surface glossiness.

3. Do not allow body or hard objects to come into contact with or impact the glass surface
during showering to avoid accidents.

4. Regularly check the usage condition of the product, and if any abnormalities are found,
please contact the after-sales service department promptly.

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Step 1: Positioning and Installing the Wall Fixed Clip

1-1. Start by positioning the fixed clip against the wall, aligning the
floor/base surface at a distance of 9.84" above the center
(based on the glass opening), and mark it with a marker pen.

1-2. Use a 5/16" drill bit to create holes for marking points, with
a diameter of 5/16".

1-3. Insert the wall plug into the drilled holes, ensuring that the
plug's end is flush with the wall surface.
Secure the wall fixed clip using screws. (Ensure they are
tightened securely to maintain stability.)

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Step 3: Installation of the Lower Water Stop Bar
3-1. Begin by placing the lower water stop bar on the floor/base surface. Install

each fixing part separately at both ends, and mark the positions using a marker pen.
3-2. Use a 5/16" drill bit to create holes for the marked points, withh a diameter of 5/16".
3-3. Insert wall plugs into the holes, then secure the lower water stop bar with screws and

cover them with decorative caps.

O,

The door glass is considered qualified
when it is in a vertical state without shaking.

Step 7: Debugging the Door Glass

7-1: Use a hexagonal wrench to rotate the eccentric circular disc of the pulley.
Adjust the upper and lower pulleys to the appropriate balance point (vertical state)
and ensure that they are positioned inside the circular tube guide rail. This is
primarily to prevent improper use and to serve as a means of preventing detachment.
