Step 1

Unpack and place all parts on a clean, non-marring surface.

Step 2

With the assistance of an adult, lay the Table top (A) facedown onto a
clean, flat surface to avoid any scratches or damage to the product.

Step 3

Insert one of legs (B) into the table top (A), put the flat washer (@) and
bolt (1) as above picture.

Affix leg (B) and table top (A) by using Allen Wrench ().

Repeat the same process with the other 3 Legs (B)

Do not fully tighten the Bolts.
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With assistance from your partners, turn the Table back to normal flat
ground

EXERT pressure, floorwards, onto the Table.

This pressure will help the Legs and Table Top reach alignment at all
joints.

Check for wobbles.

In a sequential manner, gradually tighten all Bolts until evenly secured.

Inspect the Table and make sure all parts are adequately connected.
