Chair(A)

Front Leg(B)
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     Install the Front Leg(B) onto the bottom of the Chair by placing one Gasket(①) on the threaded 
stem. Then insert the threaded stem into the threaded mounting postion at the corner of the 
Chair. 
Tighten by turning the Leg clockwise. 
Repeat this process with the remaining three Legs.
Note: The use of Gaskets are OPTIONAL and are especially useful to help alleviate slight wobble.

Carefully unzip the pouch at the bottom of the Chair(A) and remove the Front Legs(B),Hind Legs
