	 Ground wire: Connect fixture ground wire (green) to supply ground wire 
	 Neutral wire: Connect fixture neutral wire (white) to supply neutral wire
	 Hot wire: Connect fixture hot wire (black) to supply hot wire
3. Make sure all connections are tight, then carefully tuck into the junction box

WIRE ADJUSTMENT

Step 1: Disconnect the electricity of the light from the electrical system. 

Place the light in a flat location

Step 2: Remove all of wire from the terminal.

Step 3: Remove all of wire from wire clip on canopy.

Step 4: Loosen the plastic screw in the thread socket under the canopy. There are a total of

6 screws that need to be loosened.
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Step 5: Determine the length that needs to be changed. Cut the electrical wire into 6 equal 

segments. 

Secure the electrical wires by  using wire clamps/ties.

After that, proceed to connect the electrical wires according to the electrical diagram.
