Open the carton and place all the parts on a clean, non-marring surface.
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Step 2.1: Attached Bolt(®@) to Bent Metal Holder(D).

with Allen Wrench (®) and Spanner(®).
Tighten the Bolt.

Step 2.2: Attached U shape Lock with Spring &Safety lock(dD) to Bolt(®@) using Bolt and nut(®)

Step 3

Attached Base Straight Boom Loosely (C) to Base Loosely (A).
Attention: Should Push C to the end of bottom of A
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Attached Base Booms - Curved (B) to Base Loosely (A) using bolts and washer (®) with Allen
Wrench (12).
Don't Fully tighten the bolts in this step.

Repeat Step 4, attach another piece of Base Booms - Curved (B).
Don't Fully tighten the bolts in this step.
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You should drag out Part (C) a little in this step, then attach Base Straight Boom Loosely (C) to
Base Booms - Curved (B) using Bolt and Nut and Washer (®) with Wrench (®) and Allen Wrench

().
Fully tighten all the bolts and nuts of this base.

After fully tightening the nut, cover the nut cap (®).

Attached Straight Metal Holder (E) to Base Loosely (A) using Wrench (®)with Nuts set (®).
Then, Move the Rubber Ring(®) down the Lower Pole(E) until it is flush with the top of the
Base(A).

PS: You should loosen nuts using Wrench(®) before this step.

Cover the nuts with nut caps after tightening the nuts.

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Attached Bent Metal Holder (D) to Straight Metal Holder (E) using Wrench (®) with bolt and

washer(®).
Attention: Fully tighten nuts.

Lift the Basket and hang the Iron Chain on the Spring of the Hanging Chair Base. And Screw the

Safety lock tightly.

Use the Safety Strip to lock up the middle rattan warp of the Basket as shown above.
Screw up the Carabiner to secure the Basket.
