Please read and understand this entire manual before attempting to assemble, install or operate the product.

WARNING

* RISK OF ELECTRIC SHOCK - Before beginning installation, turn off electricity at the circuit breaker box or the
main fuse box.

e RISK OF FIRE - Use bulbs specified by the markings and/or labels on the fixture.

e RISK OF PERSONAL INJURY - DO NOT bend the blades when installing the fan, or cleaning the fan.

Do not insert foreign objects in between rotating fan blades.

* RISK OF FIRE, ELECTRIC SHOCK, OR PERSONAL INJURY - mount to outlet box marked and use mounting
screws provided with the outlet box.

* All set screws must be checked, and re-tightened where necessary, before installation.

» After making the wire connections, the wires should be spread apart with the grounded conductor and the
equipment-grounding conductor on one side of the outlet box and the ungrounded conductor on the other
side of the outlet box.

CAUTION

* For your safety, read instructions completely before beginning installation.

* |f in doubt about electrical installation, consult a licensed electrician.

» Disconnect fixture from the power source before replacing bulbs or cleaning. Make sure the bulbs
are given sufficient time to cool be before removing.

Step 1: Connect the wires from the fixture to the house supply wires nuts, ground wire
(green, green/yellow, or bare) to ground wire, neutral wire(white)to neutral wire,
and hot wire (black) to hot wire. Wrap the connection with electriacl tape.

Step 2: Spread apart the wires so that the hot wrires are on one side of the outler box and
the neutral wires are on the other side.
