 Attention:
Tip: We highly advise charging the solar panel fully prior to installing the umbrella. 
This precaution helps mitigate potential power depletion during extended storage 
periods, preventing issues where the lights may fail to illuminate properly upon initial usage.

Please charge the solar panel before assembly. Charging Indicatior: A red 
light means it's charging, and a green light means it's fully charged. Please 
ensure to switch off the power supply immediately after each use. You 
have following 2 ways to do the charging:

A. The solar panel or the charging port on the cantilever supports charging 
via a Type-C port and is compatible with standard 5V chargers up to 3A. 
Using a charger with a voltage higher than 5V could damage the solar 
panel’s protective circuit and disable its solar function. In this way,  4-hour 
can complete the charging process, and once fully charged, the lights will 
last more than 4 hours. 

B. Under clear weather conditions, the umbrella supports solar charging. 
It needs about 8 hours of direct sunlight in clear weather to fully charge.

All items can be returned for any reason within 30 days since purchase date and will 
receive a full refund as long as the item is returned in its original product packaging 
and all accessories from its original shipment are included.

CARE & MAINTENANCE
Before collapsing the umbrella, ensure the canopy fabric is thoroughly dry. 
Storing a damp umbrella in an enclosed space promotes mold growth, 
leading to fabric discoloration, fading, unpleasant odors, and rust formation 
on the metal frame.

During daily use, immediately brush off debris like fallen leaves or bird droppings 
with a soft brush or wipe them away with a damp cloth. This prevents stains from 
setting into the fabric and protects the canopy surface from corrosion.

High winds pose the greatest risk to garden umbrellas. Even with weighted bases, 
strong gusts can easily topple the umbrella, potentially breaking its ribs and 
tearing the fabric. At the first sign of wind, collapse and secure the umbrella 
immediately. 

While designed as shade providers, extended exposure to intense UV rays will 
accelerate fabric aging and fading. Consider using a protective cover or fully 
collapsing the umbrella if left outdoors during peak summer hours.

Open and close the umbrella smoothly without forceful pulling. If resistance 
occurs, check for obstructions before applying more pressure to avoid 
damaging the opening mechanism or bending the frame ribs.
