Important

Install Closet Flange & Bolts

e Inspect existing closet flange. Replace it if necessary.

REMINDER when replacing the flange,

always remember to lock the nuts into position
to prevent the toilet from shifting over time and
damaging the wax seal.

Remove Bidet Assembly

e This step is to create space to see the mounting bolts
through the base holes when placing the bowl on the
flange, and to reach in for installing the washers and
nuts to secure the toilet.

e | ift the bidet from the back. If space allows, slide the
bidet aside without disconnecting the hose or wiring.
Otherwise, disconnect them and then carefully remove
the bidet.
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Install Wax Ring
e With assistance, carefully turn the toilet on its side.

® Press the wax ring firmly onto the toilet's discharge
outlet, ensuring it is centered and evenly seated.

* Before setting the toilet, avoid touching or compressing the
wax ring to prevent deformation.

REMINDER Place a soft cloth or cardboard on the floor when laying the toilet
on its side to protect its surface.

Install Toilet Bowl

® Gently lower the toilet bowl onto the floor flange, ensuring the closet bolts align with and
pass through the pre-drilled holes.

® Position the toilet squarely against the wall, then firmly press down on the wax ring and
flange to establish a waterproof seal. Secure the toilet by alternately tightening the washers
and nuts until it is firmly anchored to the floor.

REMINDER Avoid over-tightening as it could potentially cause the ceramics
to crack.

e Apply a smooth layer of sealant around the base. Remove any excess sealant.
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Reinstall Bidet Assembly
® Position the bidet on the toilet bowl and reconnect the hose and wire.
® Align the grooves on the bottom of the bidet with the clips on the toilet.

® Press down firmly on both sides of the bidet until it is securely locked into place.

® Remove the existing shut-off valve from
the wall.

Turn the handle to check
water flow (the first turn may require extra
force).

® Connect the supplied supply line to the
shut-off valve.

e Test water pressure and adjust the valve as needed to ensure proper flushing.

® Keep the existing shut-off valve on the wall. Remove the provided supply line from the
toilet.

e Attach the supplied inlet adapter to the toilet's rear water inlet.

e Connect your own supply line between the shut-off valve and the toilet water inlet. Then
check for leaks.
