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Step A1 » By measuring, determine the correct number of links needed for proper hanging height. Using the

chain pliers, disconnect and discard the unwanted part.

Step A2 » Screw tubes (J) and pipes (L) onto top of arm assembly (K) as shown in the illustration.

Step A3 » Attach quick links (G) to chains (I) and loops (F) on the top of tubes (J).

Step A4 » Carefully weave the fixture wires through chain (I) in and out of every other link and stop just when
you reach the top of chain (). Gently pull the wires to ensure the wires are not stressed.
