ASSEMBLY RA TING Tools Required For Assembly: 

The Assembly Rating is a 5-point system that 
shows the degree of effort needed in 
assembling a specific product (with 1 being 
easy and 5 being difficult). For some 
products, two persons are recommended.

2 PERSONS RECOMMENDED 
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1. Align the brackets (#F) to the  
    pre-drilled holes along each  
    corner of the bottom panel (#4).

2. Insert a screw (#B) 
    into each bracket 
    (#F) and secure 
    using a Phillips 
    screwdriver.

1. Align the left table leg 
    (#2) and right table leg 
    (#3) to the corners on  
    the table top (#1). 2. Prepare 4 bolt assem-  

     blies by first inserting  
     a lock washer (#D)  
     onto the bolt (#A) then 
     a flat washer (#C) onto 
     that same bolt (#A).  
     Insert 2 into each  
     corner and secure.

3. Insert a dowel (#G) into the end of each 
    leg (#2,3), then apply the bottom panel 
    (#4) onto the other ends of the dowels.



Align the brackets (#F) 
to the pre-drilled holes, 
then insert a screw (#B) 
into each. Secure using 
a Phillips screwdriver.

1. Align the left table leg  
    (#2) and right table leg  
    (#3) to the corners on  
    the table top (#1).

2. Prepare 4 bolt assem- 
   blies by first inserting  
   a lock washer (#D) onto  
   the bolt (#A) then a flat  
   washer (#C) onto that  
   same bolt (#A). Insert 2  
   into each corner, secure.

3. Insert a dowel (#G) into the  
    end of each leg (#2,3), then  
    apply the bottom panel (#4) on 
    to the other ends of the dowels.



Align the brackets (#F) 
to the pre-drilled holes, 
then insert a screw (#B) 
into each. Secure using 
a Phillips screwdriver.

2. Carefully place the glass top 
    (#5) onto the table top (#1).

1. Carefully turn it 
   upright and make
   sure all the bolts 
   and screws are 
   firmly secured.
