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4. PLANNING AND INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Attentions: The shower has to be installed, rinsed and checked in compliance with the applicable regulations in order
to guarantee proper shower function!

The dimensions of the shower set-up must be individually.
Operating pressure at the control valve:

Max. 145PSI. Recommended operating pressure: 43.5PSI.

Hot water temperature: Max 140 Fahrenheit (60 degree centigrade).

5. Rough-in Valve Installation

5.1 Construct a wooden mounting rack to secure the rough-in valve assembly. Position the face of the mounting board between
2-7/16" and 3-3/16" behind the finished wall surface.
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5.2 Turn on your shut-off valve for cleaning the hot and cold water supply pipe before connect to the valve body, allow the water flush
3~5 minutes to flush out dirt and debris. Shut off the water supply again after finish.

5.3 Use a spirit level to position and level the valve assembly. Mark the rough-in valve's mounting holes on the mounting rack.

5.4 Connect the valve body to the water supply system using the appropriate fittings for your valve type (copper, iron, or PEX).
Note: For PEX, be sure to use the correct crimp fittings and proper cold expansion tool.
For copper tubing:

5.4.1(a) Remove the cartridge from the valve body before soldering.




5.4.2(a) Solder copper pipes to the valve body’s hot and cold water inlets, top shower outlet, and bottom outlet, then secure the plug.
Note: The spout supports two installation methods—using a 5/8" Slip-on pipe or a 1/2" NPT male threaded fitting.

Apply Teflon tape to the valve body threads and connect the supply and shower pipes using PEX fittings (hot water on the left, cold
water on the right).

5.4.6 Rough-in valve installation is complete.

6.2 Plumbing Pressure Testing and Leak Testing.

(a.) Water Pressure Testing Standards

Test Pressure:

® The test pressure shall be 1.5 times the working pressure of the piping system, but not less than 60 PSI (pounds per square
inch).

® |f the design working pressure of the piping system is less than 60 PSI, the test pressure shall be 60 PSI.

® Recommended test pressure: 100 PSI to 120 PSI (approximately 6.9 to 8.2 bar).

Test Duration:

® The test duration is typically 15 minutes.

® During the test, the pressure should remain stable with no significant drop.

Testing Method:

1. Seal the piping system, ensuring all openings (e.g., faucets, valves) are closed.

2. Use a manual pump or pressure testing equipment to pressurize the system to the specified test pressure.

3. Observe the pressure gauge to ensure the pressure remains stable during the test.

4. Inspect all connections, joints, and faucets for any signs of leakage.

Pass Criteria:

® [f the pressure remains stable with no significant drop and no leakage is observed during the test, the piping system passes the
test.

® |f the pressure drops or leakage is detected, repair the issue and retest.

Precautions:
A ® Safety: The test pressure should not exceed the rated pressure of the pipes and fittings to avoid damage.
® Record: Record the test pressure, duration, and results for future inspection or maintenance purposes.

(b.) Leak Testing: After completing the plumbing pressure test, turn on the hot and cold water supply again and check all connections
for leaks. If no leaks are detected, shut off the hot and cold water supply and reinstall the plaster guard covers.

A ® Record: Record the test pressure, duration, and results for future inspection or maintenance purposes.

6.3 Complete the finished wall and create an access panel if future maintenance is needed.
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6.4Install the escutcheon onto the valve body.

6.5 Ensure the valve stem is aligned with its markings. Attach the handle, tighten the set screw with the provided Allen wrench (do
not overtighten), and press in the screw cover.

6.6 Valve trim installation is complete.




7. SHOWERHEAD INSTALLATION

7.1 Slide the escutcheon onto the shower arm and apply Teflon tape to the shower arm threads. Secure the shower arm to the wall

A Note: Missing the screen washer or check valve may result in improper shower function.




8. TUB SPOUT INSTALLATION
8.1(a) Install the Threaded Spout

Install a 1/2" NPT threaded pipe nipple to extend beyond the finished wall per specified dimensions. Apply plumber’s tape to the
threads. Hand-tighten the adapter onto the pipe nipple and secure it with a standard pipe wrench. Tighten firmly against the wall.
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8.2(b) Install the Slip-Fit Spout:
Tub Spout Adapter remove from the Spout if the adapter is installed.

8.3 (b) Loosen the set screw halfway using an Allen wrench (do not fully remove the screw).




8.4(b) Smooth the outlet fitting edges with emery paper to remove any burrs. Slide the spout onto the outlet fitting and push the
spout base flush against the finished wall.

could damage the surface.

B Clean faucets and showers regularly as needed to maintain their optimal function and appearance.

B Apply the recommended amount of cleaning product for the specified duration. Be sure not to leave the cleaner on the faucets
longer than necessary to avoid potential damage.

If you notice scale deposits on the faucet surface or spout, use a commercial
descaler such as Lime-Away® or CLR®.

B In case of rust formation due to hard water conditions, gently abrade the affected area with aluminum foil soaked in water until
the surface is smooth. Subsequently, apply a modest amount of chrome polish or a suitable product like automotive wax (for
instance, Meguiar's®, Turtle Wax®) to buff the surface.

B Solid stainless steel faucets and spouts, especially waterfall spouts, typically lack a protective coating. Although stainless steel is
naturally resistant to tarnishing, it can oxidize over time and react to its environment. Therefore, it's crucial to keep stainless
fixtures clean and dry. Use a cleaner specifically designed for stainless steel, such as Weiman® or CLR®.

B When using a spray cleaner, it is recommended that you first apply it to a soft cloth or sponge rather than spraying it directly onto
the faucet. This method helps prevent water droplets from entering the faucet opening and causing potential damage.

B After cleaning, thoroughly rinse with clean water to remove any residue from the cleaner.

Important

Residues from liquid soap, shampoo, and shower gel can also contribute to damage. Therefore, it's crucial to thoroughly rinse these

substances off with clean water after use.

A Note: if the surface is already damaged, the application of cleaning materials might exacerbate the damage.
