B. Connect the green wire from the fixture to the supply source ground wire. BULB—_| |
C. Connect the black wire from the fixture to the black (L) wire from the supply power (NOT INCLUDED) ‘ _J
source.

D. Connect the white wire from the fixture to the white (N) wire from the supply power
source.

E. Do not mix wires. Pull on each wire lead to make sure connections are secure.
Make certain no bare wires are exposed outside of wire connectors. Tuck all
connections neatly into the junction box.

Step 3 — Mounting fixture
A. Install the fixture (3) by aligning the front two holes to the threaded studs (5) then
using two barrel nuts (4) to secure it.
Step 4 — Lamping

A. Install E26 bulb 40W Type T10 (less than 5” long not included) into the socket then
gently turning clockwise to secure it. Repeat until all lamps are installed. Do not
overtighten.

Step 5 — Install shade

A. Place the glass shade (8) over the socket and inside the base support. Repeat
until all glass shades are installed. Note: use rubber edge guard (7) to ensure
glass is tight and secure to the base support.

Step 6 — Restore power at the fuse or circuit breaker box
