® Water Pressure Test: Ensure that water flow
exceeds 1.32 gallons within 15 seconds.

® Before installation, drain water through the pipe
for 1 minutes to avoid impurities remaining in
the pipeline.

Installation Steps:

1. For a newly installed toilet in the bathroom, a flange plate needs to be added.
(Purchase flange plates by oneself)

* Place the flange plate into the drainage hole, aligning the arrow on the flange plate with the
dashed line on the vertical wall.

® Use a marker to indicate the positions of the four installation holes on the flange plate.

® Use an electric drill to create four @ 6mm installation holes on the flange plate. Insert four
corresponding plastic anchors.

* Secure the flange plate in place using the provided four screws.

® To toggle the ‘Toilet Bowl Moisture’ function, rotate and hold the knob to the 'REAR WASH'
position for 3 seconds until you hear a beep.

® Within 2 seconds after the beep, press the FLUSH' button on the remote control.

® Please ensure that all steps are followed correctly for proper activation of the moisture function.
