Take out the silders in the four ends of the Seatboard(D) using the Allen Key(®).

3.1) Attach the Seat (D) and the Left Side Panel (A) using the Bolts (@) with the Allen Key (®) as shown in
the picture.

Attach the Back Support Bar(C) to the Side Panel(A) with the Bolts(®) using the Allen Key(®).
Loosely tighten the Bolts.
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5.1) Attach the Back Support Bar(C) and the Right Side Panel (B) using the Bolts (®) with the Allen Key (®)
as shown in the picture.

5.2) Attach the Seat (D) and the Right Side Panel (B) using the Bolts (D), (®) with the Allen Key (®) as
shown in the picture.

Place the chair upright and test for stability.

Then in a sequential manner, proceed to fully tighten all Bolts at all joints.
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Stand the Chair up.

Put the Back Cushion(F) and the Seat Cushion(E) on the Chair, and stick the velcro together.
