A. Install the bulb onto the socket and screw snugly into place.

B. Make sure the exterior wall surface and fixture backplate are free of
dirt before applying caulk. Using exterior grade caulk, caulk over top
of backplate and down both sides. Do not caulk the bottom of the
fixture backplate to ensure proper moisture drainage.
