2. Turn on the appliance by pressing the power switch. 2. Twist the lid of the dust container anticlockwise to open. (Fig.8)
3. Start vacuuming, please keep the head brush touch the floor. 3. Remove the sponge inlet filter from the top of the dust container.(Fig.9)

Tip: for high power devices, the temperature of the motor is higher than that of other parts during use,
which is normal. Our product features overheat protection, so no need to worry.

5. Allow filter to dry naturally before placing back into the dust container.
6. To reinstall the cover, line it up, then rotate down until it clicks into place.

* Do not place on radiators or use additional appliances, such as a hair dryer, to dry the filter.
Doing so may cause warp or other irreparable damage to the filter.

Open the button cover and expel any
dust, dirt, and debris by pressing the
dust release button on the waste bin.
If further cleaning is needed, wash
them with water only and let them
air-dry completely.
