Open the carton and place all the parts on a clean, non-marring surface.
Insert the Seat(D) into the Left Side Panel(A), shown as the picture.
If you found the seat (D) didn't line up with the Side panel(A) ,please reverse the seat(D)

to match up the mounting position.

Stand up the loveseat frame , check stability and then tighten the bolts.

Note DO NOT fully tighten a BOLT in one go and then move on to the next. Rather,
In a sequential manner, gradually tighten each Bolt until all bolts are evenly
secured. This methodology will ensure maximum evenness once all Bolts are fully
tightened.
