Step A2: Attach a quick link(H) to loop ( G)on the top of fixture and to connect the end of chain(l).Do the same with the
another end

Step A3: Gently lace wires through chain (I}, loop(G) to the top of mounting plate ( B)

Step A4: If needed, cut off the wires length of fixture.At this point,need take note of length should be
at least 6 inches (152.4 mm) long within the outlet junction box (J-box).

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Step B1:Unscrew the ball nut (F) from canopy (E)then gently remove the moungting plate (B)

Step B2:Attach the mounting plate (B) to outlet box with mounting screws (D)

Step B3:Unscrew the screws (K) from the inside of lid (J),and position glass (L) to lid (J),secure with the screws(K)
