PLANNING INSTALLATION

1. Read all instructions before assembly.

2. Make sure you have all the parts listed in the packing-list and the quantity of each part
is correct.

4. To avoid damaging this product, assemble it on a soft, non-abrasive surface such as
carpet or cardboard.

This light requires the use of 6 pieces 110V, 60Hz, max 40-Watt GU10 base type
bulbs (NOT included in the package). Do not exceed the recommended wattage.

Installation Steps and Diagrams

Step 1: Install the Mounting Bracket & Lamp Body and Do the Wiring

DANGER: Ensure the power is off at the main fuse box
prior to beginning installation.Turn off the switch at the wall.

Lock the crossbar to the
junction boxof the ceiling
by using 6 pcs of 5/32
screws and 12 pcs
Self-tappirig Screws in the
accessories bag
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GU10 MAX 40W
(bulbs not included)




A- Existing Electrical Box B- Mounting Bracket
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C- Bracket Screws D- Light Wires

1. Screw the Mounting Bracket (B) to the
Existing Electrical Box (A) on the ceilings
with the Bracket Screws(C).

2. Use self-taping screws to attach the 6
branches of the Mounting Bracket (B) to the
ceilings through the holes in the Mounting
Bracket (B) branches. (This is to provide
more holding power for the light)

3. Connect the home wires from the Existing
Electrical Box (A) and the Light Wires (D) on
the Lamp Body (F) with the Terminal Block (E).

4. Attach the Lamp Body (F) to the Mounting
Bracket (B) with the Cap Nuts.
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NOTE: You will need an exira person who helps to hold
the lamp in this step.

5. Install 9 pieces of GU10 Base type bulbs,

and then turn the light on to make sure every

bulb works well. — =

Note-Maximum 40W for each halogen bulbs or SW for each
LED bulbs (bulbs are not included in the package).

6. Remove the protective film all over the lamp

body to reveal the real clear chrome surface
of the lamp body after the testing of the bulbs.

NOTE: If there is any a bulb can not light on, please contact
our customer service team firstly before you move on to the
next step of the installation.
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Step 2: Attach the Crystal Strands No.1 to No.42 to the Lamp Body
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1. Attaching the crystal strands to the Lamp Body-we suggest an order of No.1 first, and then
No.2, No.3, till No.42 in the end. Remember to attach the crystal ball to the crystal strand
before the strand is attached to ceiling.

2. Attach the Strands one by one in Number Order and make sure they are not tangled.

3. After all the crystal strands are attached to the Lamp Body, turn on the lights again, and you
will have a wonderful shining crystal light work for you!

NOTE:
This is the final steps of the installation. The operation is fairly easy though indeed it is time consuming and requires
patience. But you will find all your work here is worthy when you have this beautiful light shining for you in the end.
