Chemicals in rubber may leave a8 stain, Put a strip of felt or
leather under accessories that have rubber or vinyl.
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results in a white spot. Use protective pads under hot dishes,
appliances, ete.

- Sunlight's ultrgviciet rays can damagse the finish of furniture.

Do not place furniture directly against a hester or radiator and

do not place in the path of hot streams of air from central heating.
This will cause extreme localized drying of the wood.

Migh Gioes Resin Table Maintsnance:
- Resin tabletops have approximately 1/8" of a resin coat on the
top face of the table, which will resist ice, water, wine, liquor. food,
‘ cleaning fluids, and warm or hot liquids; howsver, cups, giasses,
#tc. contalining hot iquids shouid not be left on the table without a
coastar for protection.
- Resn tabletops will scratch just the same as any other gicssy
surface and basic precautions shouid be taken.
- For jasting shine, the resin table shouid bs waxed with a car wax
that does not contain sificon. Maintaining this wax bulid-up will
result in a high gloss shine.
- When wiping down the table, a soft, clesn rag should be used.
Do not use a heavy paper.
