e Please strictly follow the steps listed in the instruction manual.

e Sort the parts and check according to the part list & exploded drawing.

e At least 2 persons are needed to assemble the awning.

¢ Do not attempt to assemble the awning in windy,snowing or rainy conditions.

e Always wear shoes,gloves,helmet and safety goggles.

* Dispose of all plastic bags safely - keep them out of reach of children and pets.

e Keep children and pets away from the assembly zone.

e Do not attempt to assemble the awning if you are tired, have taken drugs, medicine or alcohol, or if you are prone to dizzy.
e When using a stepladder or power tools, ensure that you follow the manufacturers’ safety advice.
¢ Please consult your local official if any permits are required to install the awning.

Cleaning

e If your awning need cleaning, clean all falling things,like leaves,branches,dust,etc with a soft brush.
e Use a kind of mild detergent solution and rinse with cold clean water.

e Do not use corrosive,acetone, abrasive cleaners or other special detergent to clean the roof panel.
* Do not use high-pressure water gun to rinse the roof and Aluminum profiles directly.

® If you want the tubes,then use 31/64” drill bit.

If your house is a decade-aged house and the wood of your
wall is not very hard, we advise you to use the expansion

tubes.

If they are not secure enough, the bolts might be not tightened. You
need check and tighten them.

® Insert and knock all of the 9 bolts into expansion tubes one by
one. then tighten them in clockwise.

Cap all bolts with the plastic
bolt caps #16 included in hardware
bag if the 2 brackets are secure.
