Installation Steps

Hardware Package (included):

Crossbar (A)

Canopy (D) Anchor (E) Drywall Screw (F)

Mounting Screw (B) Wire Connector (C)

Rail (G) Rail Support (H) Spot Light Head (I)

1. Attach the crossbar (A) to the outlet box by using two mounting screws (B).

2. Connect the black wire from the canopy (D) to the house black wire and the white wire from the canopy (D) to the 
    house white wire using wire connectors (C) provided. Connect the green ground wire from the canopy (D) to the
    house ground wire with the wire connector (C).
   Tuck all the wires into outlet box.

3. Attach the canopy (D) to the crossbar (A). Lift the canopy (D), allowing the two screws from the crossbar (A) to slide
    into the mating slots. Rotate the canopy (D) clockwise until the  screws drop into the slot recesses. Tighten screws 
    securely.

Assembly Instructions For Rail Support
1. Mark two desired positions and drill them on the ceiling
    for two rail supports on the side of the canopy (D).
    Note: Center the canopy between two rail supports
    and the distance between each rail support and the
    canopy is 14 ~ 18 inches. So the remainder length
    of the rail could be bent to a wonderful arc.

2. Attach two anchors (E) to the drilled positions.

3. Unscrew the support bases from the rail supports, 
    then attach support bases onto the ceiling by threading drywall screws (F) into the pre-tightened anchors (E). Secure
    the pipe of rail supports into the support bases tightly.

Rail Adapter

1. Carefully take out the rail from the package. Place the rail 
    as shown in Fig.1. There is a ground strip on the top of the 
    rail, and two other brass strips placed at the same side of 
    the rail.

2. Unscrew the caps from one pre-tightened rail supports, then
    rotate the movable part of the rail support down.

3. Attach the rail, while making certain the ground strip is facing to the ceiling. Close the 
    movable part of the rail support over the rail. Once a good fit is achieved, re-tighten the
    caps back onto the rail support to secure rail in place.

4. Unscrew the caps from the rail adapter, then turn the 
    movable part of the rail adapter down.

    Attach the rail onto the slot of the pre-tightened rail adapter. 
    
   Note: If the adapter is not able to close around the rail, 
   double check that the brass strips on the rail and the 
   brass clips on the rail adapter is aligned properly.    
   
   Close back the movable part of rail adapter over the rail, 
   then restore the caps back to the rail adapter. Make certain
   that the brass clips of the rail adapter are connected 
   properly with the brass strips of the rail.  
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Assembly Instructions For Spot Light

CAUTION:
To reduce the risk of fire, electrical shock, or personal injury, do not touch or remove the spot light on the rail when
the light is on. Instead, turn off the electrical power. Unscrew the caps and to remove the spot light from the rail. Then
reinstall them back onto the desired positions of the rail.

1. Choose one spot light, unscrews the caps from the rail 
    adapter of spot light, then turn the movable part of rail 
    adapter up.

2. Attach the rail adapter of the spot light onto the rail. 
    Close back the movable part of rail adapter over  
    the rail, then restore the caps back to rail adapter.
    Make certain that the brass clips of the adapter are
    connected properly with the brass strips.
    Caution: To ensure the fixture works correctly, make
    sure the connection between the adapter and the 
    rail is correct. The ground strip on the rail is always 
    facing to the ceiling.

3. Follow steps 1~2 to install the other
    the rail adapters of spot light onto 
    the rail.

4. Adjust the spot light head to a 
   desired position by holding the 
   swivel and rotating the spot light
   head.

5. Install bulbs. 
    See relamping label at socket 
    area or packaging for maximum 
    wattage allowed.

    CAUTION – RISK OF FIRE, Incandescent Lamp, Bulb type G or B E12 base, maximum 60W × 5 or Self-ballasted 
    Light Emitting Diode (LED) Lamp, maximum 25W x 5 (not included).
