2. Mounting bracket installation

(fig.2)

(1) . Concrete ceiling: Drill two holes with an

appropriate depth by a drilling bit with dia.

at 8mm, and insert two pieces expansion

screws in the holes, then fix the hanger

bracket into the expanding screws with the

wood screws and tighten it by the nuts of

the expansion screws.(Fig.2)

(3) Pass the power wires through the center hole

in the mounting bracket as shown in Fig. 4.

(4) Fix the mounting bracket to the ceiling outlet

box with the screws and washers.

3. Light kit installation

(1) Assemble the canopy and adapter cover
as Fig. 5. 
(2) Remove the the bolt, pin and set screws 
from the top of the fan motor assembly.
(3) the wires on the motor tvead through
the downrod

careful not to jam the bolt against the wires inside
the down rod. Insert the pin to the end of the bolt 
(Fig. 5).

4. Hanging the Fan

(1) Place the downrod ball into the bracket socket (Fig.6). 
Be sure the fixation slot is locked by the bracket.

(2) Rotate the motor assemble until the "Check Tab" on the mounting bracket has dropped into 
the "Registration Slot" on the hanging ball and seat firmly (Fig.7 Fig.8 Fig. 9)

NOTE: THIS FAN ONLY NEEDS ONE 

SET OF INPUT WIRES (black, white
and ground wire). Both of the fan and 
lights will be controlled by the remote 
controller. The wall switch is not able to
control the fixture full functionally.
THIS FAN IS ONLY BEABLE TO CONNECTED ONTO 

ON/OFF SWITCH IF YOU HAVE ONE, BUT NOT FOR 

DIMMAER SWITCH. 

(1). Connect the live wire (black) to your
house live wire (black).
(2). Connect the wire(white) in the middle of the fan
the white wire in your house.
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Trouble Shooting 

1. Fan doesn't work

• Press a fan speed button (Low Mid Hi).
.Check the remote control battery (prepave affective new batteries).
• Check the circuit breaker to ensure the power is turned on.
• Make sure the blades spin freely.
• Turn off power from the circuit breaker, then loosen the canopy and check all the
connections according to the wining diagram.

2. LED panel doesn't light up 
• Check the wire connectors to see if all of them are connected correctly. 
• Check the circuit adapter to see if i's inserted in the ending slot of the LED panels. 

3. LED light doesn't turn off 

• Adjust the LED panels make sure that LED panel and LED driver are conneted 
to the motor pan by magnets instead of touching directly. 
• If above step doesn't help, please use the insulation tape to cover each magnet 
of the LED panels and LED driver; then attach the panels and driver as above step.

4. Fan noisy operation

• Tighten the light fitting 
• Re-tighten all screws on bracket, downrod and fan blades (do not over tighten)
• Check to see if any of the blades are cracked. If so, replace all of the blades.
• Make sure to only connect the fan onto your ON/OFF switch if you have one, 
not a dimmer switch. 

5. Remote does not work

• Make sure the batteries are installed correctly.
• Make sure the remote control is at the right distance from the fan. 
• Install new batteries.

6. Excessive wobbling

• Tighten all of the blades screws until they aresnug 
• Turn the power off, support the fan carefully, and check that the hanger ball is properly seated.

Clean And Care 
To clean, wipe fixture with soft cloth. Spray from chemical cleaners can discolor the 

finish of fixture. Do not use scouring pads, powders, steel wool or abrasive paper to 

clean this fixture. 

Ordering Parts 
Keep this manual for future reference, and in case replacement parts are needed. 

Available parts can be ordered from place of purchase. Use exact wording from 

diagrams when ordering parts. 
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
