2. Position Mattress Base (F) with the warning label up and align the corner holes to the holes of the Support

Sticks.

3. Fit the Left and Right Support Brackets (G &H) to the Supports Sticks and Mattress Base so that the hooked
ends are outwards. See diagram above for correct positioning.

4. Insert the bolts through each Lock Washers (BB), Mattress Base (F), Support Sticks (I) and Brackets (G & H).

5. Attach lock washer (BB) and Acorn Nut (CC) to each bolt.
6. Using a slotted screwdriver and adjustable wrench, tighten the hardware. DO NOT over-tighten.

2. Slide Changer Top Shelf (Q) into grooves of Center Panel Assembly.
