Assemble the item as close to its final
position (in the same room) as possible.

STEP 1

Use a clean, flat, soft
surface to avoid any
bumps or scratches.

Attach the chair legs
to the chair seat frame.
Align the pre-drilled
holes and connect
using 1x washer [C] +

1x spring washer [F]

+1x bolt [B] for each (4
in total). Tighten with
Allen key [E].

STEP 2

Turn chair over so it rests on its feet. Attach the seat back. Align the
pre-drilled holes and secure using 4x bolts [A]. Tighten with Allen key
[D].




STEP 3

Check for stability. Your new chair is ready to use.
