Unpack and place all parts on a clean non marring flat surface .

Step 2.1: Position Table Top (A) and Leg Panel (C) as shown in picture above.
Then affix 1st Leg Panel (C) to Table Top (A) by using Screws (D) and Allen Key (®).
Step 2.2: Repeat the same process to affix 2nd Leg Panel (C) to Table Top (A) by using Screws ((1)) and Allen

Key ()
DO NOT FULLY TIGHTHEN SCREWS.
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Step 3

Affix Shelf Panel(B) to Leg Panels (C) by using Screws (D) and Allen Key (2).
You may need to push the Leg Panels (C) outwards slightly to attach the legs.

CAUTION: When tightening these screws, tighten sequentially.
DO NOT tighten any screw fully and then towards the next one.
This would cause the frame to warp.

Step 4

Ensure all screws are fully locked into position.
The Table is ready to be used.
Caution: This Table can only be used on a flat, level surface.
