•DO NOT sit on the desk.

•Only use accessories supplied with the desk.

•Wipe clean with a soft damp cloth, never use abrasive cleaners as this could damage the desk.

•Do not attempt to move the product whilst plugged in or in use.

•Do not remove the product from the mains power supply by pulling the cord; switch it off and

remove the plug by hand.

•Do not leave the desk unattended whilst connected to the mains.
