2. Estimated assembly time: 30 minutes.

3. Tools required for assembly (not included): Phillips screwdriver, pliers, wire stripper, safety glasses, electrical tape, ladder and
drill.

Care and Maintenance

Shut off main power supply before cleaning product or changing light bulbs. To clean, wipe with damp cloth. Do not use abrasive
cleaners or cleaners that contain alcohol.

Assembly Instructions

1. Place back plate (CC) on wall and use a pencil to
mark the locations of the 2 mounting holes. Remove the
back plate from the wall. Drill (2) @5/8" (d15.9mm)
holes for mounting with toggle.

Screw screw (DD) onto back plate (CC) and use lock
washers (FF) and hex nuts (EE) to secure it tight.

3 wire nuts (BB), connect white fixture wire to the white supply
wire from the outlet box; connect the black fixture wire to the
black supply wire.

Connect the fixture ground wire and supply ground wire using
a wire nut or by fastening to the ground screw on the mounting
plate. Push all wire connections into the outlet box.
