Before you start, NEVER attempt any work without shutting off the electricity until the work is done. A). Go to the main
fuse, or circuit breaker, box in your home. Place the main power switch in the “OFF” position. B). Place the wall switch
in the “OFF” position.
4. Mounting surface should be clean, dry, flat, strong enough and 1/4” larger than the canopy on all side. Any gaps between
the mounting surface and canopy exceeding 3/16” should be corrected as required.
Make sure that the ceiling or wall can stand the weight of the lamp before fixture.
Make sure the voltage you are using is 120V. The maximum wattage is 60W per bulb.
Keep the lamp away from acidic and basic objects in case of damaging the surface of the lamp.
When replacing bulb, you should turn off or unplug the lamp and you must wait until it is cool as bulbs get hot quickly.

ASSEMBLY & INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS:

Carefully remove the fixture from the carton and check that all parts and

accessories are included as shown in the above illustration

Turn off power
Make installation
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Step Al: Unscrew the knob nut(F) from back plate(E) then gently remove mounting plate (B)
Step A2: Carefully pull wires from outlet box through mounting plate (B)

By measuring, determine the correct distance of drilling hole for anchor knocked into wall, then drill holes and gently

knock the anchors into wall until them are level to the wall

Attach the mounting plate (B) to outlet box with mounting screws (F) and tapping screws(C)

Step A3: Make wire connections

4. Check everything installed properly, then you could turn on the light.
