ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION 10. RUBBER WASHER

1. Secure mounting bracket (6) to the outlet box (1. not included) using box screws (7).
2. Connect the electrical wires as shown in Fig. 2, making sure that all wire nuts (8) are secured.

If your outlet box (1) has a ground wire (4. green or bare copper), connect the fixtures ground

wire (4) to it. Otherwise, connect the fixture ground wire (4) directly to the mounting bracket (6) Fig.2
using the ground screw (5) provided. After wires are connected, tuck them carefully inside the FIXTURE
outlet box (1). Smiooth WiRES Q WIRES. Q
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3. Place the fixture’s backplate over the mounting bracket (6) and secure with rubber washer
(10) and mounting bracket screws (9).
