Position the Backrest(A),Left Armrest(B),Right Armrest(C),Seat (D) and Pillow(E) on a clean, non-
marring surface, as shown.

Do not place on surface that can scratch or damage the upholstery.

Take out the Hardwares from the bottom of Seat(D).

With the assistance from your adult partner:

1.1)Lift the Backrest(A) up,make sure the Backrest(A) is vertical and aligned to the Armrests.

Align the Tapered Connectors on the Backrest(A) with those on the Armrest(B&C).

Your adult partner may need to push the Armrests in towards the Backrest(A) to allow for better
alignment.

Slip and Slide the Backrest,in a gradual and balanced manner into theTapered Connectors.
1.2)Push the Backrest(A) downwards until it is fully slotted and locked into position.

Note:Make sure the Tapered Connectors on the Backrest(A) lock into the Tapered Connectors
on Armrest(B&C) .

Attach Seat(D) to the semi-assembled product(STEP2) using Bolts(),Washers(®) and Spring
Washer(®) with the Allen Wrench (@) as pictured above.

Tighten the Bolts fully in a sequential manner.

DO NOT fully tighten a Bolt in one go and then move on to the next.

Rather, In a sequential manner, gradually tighten each Bolt until all Bolts are evenly secured.
