ASSEMBLY PREPARATION 1. Remove all packaging materials, staples and packing straps from the carton.
2. Refer to Parts List and Hardware List and ensure they are complete before you start

assembling.
3. Place all components on a clean, flat and soft surface (e.g. carpet or rug) to prevent
parts from getting scratched.

TIPS FOR ASSEMBLY 1. Allow ample room for assembly and in close proximity to where product will be
placed.
2. Assemble the product on a surface that does not scratch or damage the exterior and
finish of the furniture.
3. Please check all of the parts and quantities are included before assembly. Contact
customer service for missing parts.
4. |dentify all of the parts, hardware and quantities required for each step.
5. During assembly, do not over-tighten any fittings as this may cause damage.
6. DO NOT USE POWER TOOLS TO ASSEMBLE THIS PRODUCT.
7. Always place the product on a flat surface.
8. Do not sit or stand on the partially assembled product, only use the product for
which it is intended.

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Assemble table base by screwing Long Screw (A) into Upper Leg piece. NOTE: Upper Leg can

be distinguished by the notch and smaller drilled hole, as shown above. Insert another Wood Dowels (B) on opposite side of X-Frame. Slide Lower Leg piece onto

Insert Wood Dowels (B) into X-Frame. Slot Upper Leg with Screw (A) into X-Frame center Long Screw (A) and attach with Washer (E), Crush Washer (D), and Nut (C), hand tightening

hole, align with Wood Dowel (B) and press firmly together. first and finishing with Spanner Wrench (included).
