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6. Hanging the Fan

REMEMBER to turn off power at the breaker.
Follow the steps below to hang your fan properly:

1. Disconnect power at the breaker to the fan location. A licensed
electrician must install the fan (FIG. 5).

2. Remove 1 of 2 screws from the bottom of mounting bracket and
save for use in section 9. Loosen the other screw (FIG. 6).

3. Pass the 120-volt supply wires through the center hole in the
ceiling mounting bracket as shown in (FIG. 7).

Slip the coupling cover, canopy screw cover (painted side face
down), and canopy (opened side up) onto the downrod (FIG. 10).
Coupling cover goes all the way to the bottom.

Carefully reinstall the hanger ball onto the downrod, being sure
that the cross pin is in the correct position, the setscrew is
tightened and wires are not twisted (FIG. 10).

Carefully lift the fan motor assembly up to the mounting

8. Installing the Wall Control

Assure that the fan is within range of the Wi-Fi (150 ft) or wall control (30 ft).
Make sure the fan blades spin freely.
