Using sleps: Tum ofl the power firsl, and then open the lid of cleanning cup, pul the clzaning liquid in the cleanning cup,
after that, cover the lid back, Now turn on the power , starl the steam funclion to make the self-cleaning function work,
later turn off the power, and pipe waler away,

For safety, it is strictly praohibited 1o open the lid of the easy clkeaning cup during using. In order to avoid steam gas emils
out and scald users, please shut down all other functions before using the steam generator n cleaning function,

After Making sure all of functions are turned off, find out the cleaning cup according the right picture illustrated,

Afler openning the cleanning cup, use a spoon lo take a proper amount of cleaning liquid, such as Citric acid, or
nautral compound claaning liquid { around 5 mil) to put in the cleaning cup. Nota: If the cleaning material s solid, first,
please dissolve it with water to prevent blcoking. Strictly prohibit to use any other acid, alkaline compounds (o be pour
ed into the cleanning cup direclly( As piclure13).
