Assembly Steps

OVERVIEW

Backrest (F)

Right armrest (E)

Front left leg (B)

Front leg cross
Beam (G)

This Adirondack has multiple parts and may require up to 60 minutes to assemble. To
give you an overview of the Adirondack parts, above picture is to help you put the
various parts into perspective. Please read through the instructions below to
familiarize yourself with the parts and steps before assembly.

Step 1

Place the Seat Panel(A) onto a clean, non-marring surface.
Position Rear seat slat(H) onto the Seat Panel(A) and attach using 4 screws(Q)

and phillips screwdriver.
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Step 2

Attach the Front left Leg(B) and Front right leg(C)to Seat Panel (A) using Bolts(@),
Washers(®@ ), and Self-locking nuts (®) with Spanner(d)) and Wrench({2)
Note: The Washer should be placed between the Seat Panel and Front Leg.

Step 3

Attach the Ottoman (K) and slat (L) to the Seat Panel(A) as picture, with screws ()
and using the Phillips screwdriver.

Step 4

First, insert the Safety lock(10) into Front leg as pictured, attach the Front cross
beam (G) to the front legs as picture with screws (D) and using the Phillips screwdriver.

Step 5

Attach the Back cross beam (J) to the Seat panel (A) as picture with screws (@) and
using the Spanner (D).
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Attach the Back slats (M) to the Backrest (F) as picture with screws (@) and using
the Spanner (1).

Step 7

Attach the Armrest (D & E) to the Front Legs (B & C) using Bolts (®),Washers(®)
and Self locking nuts (©) with Spanner (D) and Wrench({2).

Attach the Armrest (D & E) to the Backrest (F) using Bolts(®), Washers(®@ ), and
Self- locking nuts (®) with Spanner(d) and Wrench({2).

Note: The Washer should be placed between the Armrest and Front Leg
or Backrest.
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Attach the Backrest(F) to the Gliders(l) using Bolts(®) and Bolts(®) ,Washers(®) and
Self locking nut(©®) with Spanner(@) and Wrench({2).
Note: The Washer should be placed between the Backrest and Glider.

Step 9

Your Adirondack chair is ready for use.

This Adirondack can be folded shut.

To fold this Adirondack,please take out the safety lock first, then raise up Backrest and
fold Seat with Leg Frame as indicated by the arrows, by hand, until the Adirondack folds|
shut.

To open this Adirondack, open Backrest and Seat as indicated by the arrows, by
hand until the Adirondack folds out and locks into position, then insert the the safety
lock as Step 6.

Note: This Adirondack is slightly heavy, do exercise caution to avoid injury.
