Check all screws and bolts are tightened and inspect regularly. 

This product is suitable for all year outdoor use, but we recommend 
that a furniture cover be used to add additional protection to your 
product when not in use.

During server weather conditions, including high winds, rain, hail, 
thunderstorms, extreme heat and cold temperatures, the product 
should be stored inside in a cool, dry place.

During prolonged sunny spells, we recommend that furniture should 
be covered over with a protective furniture cover and/or stored 
inside when not in use. This will help prevent harmful UV rays from 
damaging and discolouring the material.

To best preserve the material (synthetic rattan) we recommend the 
use of a UV protector spray like Fabsil. This will block the harmful 
UV rays from damaging the material.

Before storage, ensure that the product is clean and dry. 

To clean, wipe down with a sponge and warm soapy water and 
wipe with a clean, dry cloth. 

When cleaning glass panels use a damp cloth or leather with 
washing up liquid or soft soap if necessary; do not use washing 
powders or any other substances containing abrasives since these 
substances scratch glass.

Step by step assembly instructions 
Step One 

With the help of another person, attach the Connecting Panel (F) to the Table Legs (C) and 
Connecting Bar (H) using Washers (F3) and Bolts (N15).  
At this stage, please do not tighten all Bolts, just let it can be rotated freely.

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Step Two 

With the help of another person, combine the Table Top Frame(Side) (A) and Table Top 
Frame(Middle) (B) using Washers (F3) , Bolts (N45) and Nuts (F2).  
At this stage, please do not fully tighten all Bolts and Nuts. 

Step Three 

With the help of another person, attach the Table Top Frame(Side) (A) and Table Top 
Frame(Middle) (B) to the Table Legs (C) using L-Shape Connecting Bar (G), Washers (F3) 
and Bolts (N15).  
Once you are satisfied with the alignment of all components, carefully tighten all Bolts and 
Nuts using Allen Key (AK) and Spanner (S1).

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Step Four 

With the help of another person, carefully lift and place Glass Top (Side) (D) and Glass 
Top (Middle) (E) onto the Table Top Frames.   

Make sure the glass top rest evenly and securely within the table frame. 
Level the table by adjustable feet screw. 

Your table is now ready for use.
