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• Pull the two parts of the Wall Brackets (#C) apart until it is a right angle, and the holes align. Insert the 
Bolts (#I) through the holes from the outside, and secure them in place using the Nuts (#J) from the inside.

 Prepare the Brackets
Step 1

• Connect the 2 halves of the Shelf (#A) by inserting the Wooden Dowels (#G) into the 3 side holes and 
pressing the boards together.

 Prepare the Shelf
Step 3

• Lay the Shelf upside down and place the Wall Brackets on top. Secure the brackets to the shelf using 
the Shelf Connectors (#F) by inserting them through the brackets into the shelf, then turning the 
connectors 90° clockwise.

 Attach the Shelf
Step 4

• Measure the distance between your studs and follow the measurements in the diagram to select the set 
of bolt holes that match your studs. The innermost pair of holes with a 16" spacing is the most commonly 
used in North America. Insert the Crossbar (#B) into the Wall Brackets as shown here, then secure it into 
the selected set of bolt holes using the Bolts (#I). Install the Screws (#K) on each end of the crossbar.

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• Before mounting on the wall, determine the mounting height for the bicycle using the guide here. Lay 
the Bike Rack assembly on the floor perpendicular to the wall and place the bicycle on it to measure the 
required mounting height.
• Ensure that a space of approximately 8” or more is left from the back tire to the wall and take the 
measurements from the wall to the center of the top hole on the Bike Rack. This measurement will be 
the distance from the floor to the top bolt hole (point b on the diagram.)

 Measure and Determine Mounting Height
Step 5

• Use a stud finder to locate the stud and hold the Bike Rack centered on the stud. Use a bubble level to 
ensure straightness and mark the holes, with the top holes at the height measured in Step 1, distance c.
Note: On the upper two holes, mark the center of the smaller end of the teardrop shaped holes.

• Use a 3/16” drill bit and drill on the marked locations to a depth of 2.2”.

• Install the two top Lag Screws (#L) only, leaving a gap of 5/32” (4mm) between the wall and the bottom 
of the screw head.

Step 6

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• Hang the Bike Rack on the top two lag screws, then pull it down so that the screw heads are fully 
seated into the smaller end of the teardrop shaped holes.

• Use a 3/8” drill bit and drill on the marked locations to a depth of 2.4”.

• Insert the Concrete Anchors (#M) into the holes then install the two top Lag Screws (#L) only, leaving a 
gap of 5/32” (4mm) between the wall and the bottom of the screw head.

• Hang the Bike Rack on the top two lag screws, then pull it down so that the screw heads are fully 
seated into the smaller end of the teardrop shaped holes.

• Install the lower two Lag Screws then tighten all 4 screws down to secure the rack to the wall.

• Use a bubble level to ensure straightness and hold the Bike Rack to the wall then mark the holes, with 
the top bolt holes at the height measured in Step 1, distance c.
Note: On the upper two holes, mark the center of the smaller end of the teardrop shaped holes.

 B. Concrete/Brick Installation Option
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• Hang bicycles and helmets on the rack and adjust the spacing or order of the hooks as needed. 
Accessories can be stored on the top shelf as needed.

 Final Adjustments
Step 8

• Place the Lag Screw Covers (#E) over the heads of the lag screws.
• Hang the Hooks (#D) onto the rack in the configuration shown here, set them at your desired 
spacing then secure them in place using the Thumb Screws (#H).

• Install the lower two Lag Screws then tighten all 4 screws down to secure the rack to the wall.
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
