
Fuse Replacement 
1. Unplug light string from 

power source. 
2. Slide the fuse access cover 

away from cord side (in 
direction of arrow, Figure 3) 
exposing fuses. 

3. Remove fuses from 
compartment and examine. 
Replace burnt out fuse with 
new one. 

4. Close fuse compartment by 
sliding access cover back in towards cord side of 
plug (Figure 4).

Bulb Replacement 
1. Unplug light string from power source. 
2. Gently pull the bulb straight out of the socket 

(Figure 1). 
3. Carefully insert new bulb into socket – bulb is 

keyed and only goes in one way (Figure 2).
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IMPORTANT NOTE: Some unassembled section pieces have light string 
wires strung between them. Be careful not to put unnecessary strain on the 
wires during assembly procedures. 

Assembly (Diagram 1) 
1. Attach the two halves of the snowman bottom section together by first 

inserting the rods into the loops in two places (A1 and A2) and securing 
the halves in two places with plastic ties through the loops (B1 and B2). 

2. Attach the two halves of the snowman upper section in the same manner; 
rods into loops (C) in two places at bottom; plastic ties through both sets 
of loops (D) in two places at top. 

3. Attach the upper section to bottom by sliding the hooks located at the base 
of the upper section into and under the frame of the bottom section. Secure 
sections together through lined up loops using tie wrap supplied (E). 

4. Attach the two hat halves together by inserting the rods into the loops 
(F) in two places at top; plastic ties through both sets of loops (G) in two 
places at bottom. Attach hat to body by inserting rods into loops (H). 

5. Attach the nose by inserting the rod into the loop (I). 
6. Attach the two arms as shown in the diagram by inserting the rods into 

the loops on the body (J). 
7. (Diagram 2) Wrap scarf around the snowman below the head as desired.
