Where to Place Your Outdoor Wall Lights
If you have one light next to your entryway or garage door, then it
should be 1/3 of the height of the door. If you will be placing one
light on each side of the door, then the lights should be 1/4 of the
height of the door. To do this, measure from the floor to the top of
your door, then divide by 4 for two lights or 3 for one light. For
example, if your door is 80" tall, divide by 4, and buy two lights that
are each 20" tall. The lights should also be placed 66" from the
floor or ground to properly illuminate the lock and handle. Lights
should also be placed 6" from the edge of the door. If you choose
to have only one light, make sure it is placed on the side of the
door closest to the door handle.

Helpful Tip: This product is equipped with a dusk-to-dawn sensor.
Please pay attention to the installation height to ensure that no
objects such as eaves cover the sensor, as this may cause the
light to remain on constantly.

OW7119-2WH-2W installation steps:
Step 1: Unscrew Nuts F from the lamp
body and remove the hanging plate B;
Step 2: Install the hanging plate B lock
on the junction box A with screw C;
Step 3: With the terminal D, connect the
black, white and ground lines with the
input lines respectively;
Step 4: Lock the lamp body on the
hanging plate B with Nuts F;
Installation completed

Note: When the lamp does not need
automatic sensing, cover this cap (H) on
the light control

Tip: When installing the light during
daytime, use the small black cap from
the accessory kit to cover the sensor
and test the wall light. Once the light is
confirmed to be working, remove the cap
to enable Dusk-to-Dawn mode. To
switch to manual control the cap can
remain in place.
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
