3. Surface of mattress must be at least 5 in. (127 mm) below the upper edge of guardrails.
4. Do not allow children under 6 years of age to use the upper bunk.

Always use the recommended size mattress or mattress support or both to help prevent 

the likelihood of entrapment or falls.

Always use guardrails on both long sides of the upper bunk. If the bunk bed will be placed 

next to the wall, the guardrail that runs the full length of the bed should be placed against 

the wall to prevent entrapment between the bed and wall.

Never attach or hang items to any part of the bunk bed that are not designed for use with

the bed for example, but not limited to hooks, belts, and jump ropes.
