Insertflat washer(#C) andlock washern#B)
to thethreadedolts (#E). Securewith hexnut (#D).

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Open the compartment at the bottom of the seat (#1). Insert flat washer (#C) and lock washer (#B) to the threaded bolts (#E). Secure with hex nut (#D).
