Installation instruction

First: Install Pump to
Base

* Parts Needed: Base +
Pump + 4 Locking Nuts +
Wrench

Step 1. Insert threaded
bolts on bottom of Pump
into holes on middle of
Base. Tighten 4 locking
nuts onto threaded bolts.
(Fasiest when set on side,
supported by a sturdy
object.)

Second: Assemble Foot
Bar to Assembled
Hydraulic Pump & Base

* Parts Needed: Foot Bar +
Assembled Base & Pump +
Allen Wrench

Step 1. Place assembled
Base & Pump on floor.

Use Allen Wrench to loosen
the screws in the
crosshar. See photo
besides.

Insert Foot Bar into the
holes of the crossbar.
(May require slightly
squeezing ends of Foot Bar
towards each other, and
some maneuvering for the
bar ends to go into
place.)

Step 2. Tighten the set
screws to firmly hold the
Foot Bar in place.

Third: Assemble
backrest to seat
cushion

* Parts Needed: Seat
cushion + Backrest

Step 1. remove 4 bolts
which fixed on the
backrest

Step 2.Match the metal
joining parts of seat
cushion with 4 holes of
the backrest

Step 3.Use 4 bolts to
tighten by wrench

Step 4: Remove the iron
sheet on the rack

Fifth: Installation
support to Seat cushion

Parts needed :Support +
Seat cushion

Step 1 .Remove 6 bolts
which pre—fixed in the
Seat cushion

Step 2 . Connect the holes
of support to be matched
with holes on the seat
cushion by the loosen
bolts, Then tighten them
Step 3 . Insert The metal
poles at both ends of the
support into the tooth of
rack, please take reference
photo 1

Step 4 .Hang one end of
the spring on the nut
which welded to the
support and the other end
on the metal pole, please
take reference photo 2

Install the iron sheet on the rack




Fourth : Set Seat &
Backrest onto Hydraulic
Pump & Base

Step 1. Locate the slot in
the short column under the
Seat. Align this slot with
the black pin at the top
of hydraulic pump.

Step 2. Set assembled Seat
& Backrest onto assembled
Hydraulic Pump & Base and
press down.

Step 1. Insert threaded
bolt through the hole of
support into the hole on
top of pump. Tighten

Fifth: Assemble
armrest (F) to the

backrest (B) and seat
cuchion (A)

1: putting the chair up

2: Insert two armrests to
the holes on each sides of
chair, please follow up
the diagram besides




OPERATING THE CHAIR

Raising and Lowering the
Chair

* Step down on the Foot
Bar repeatedly to raise
the chair to the desired
height.

* Do not over—extend the
chair, creating the risk
of falls or tipping the
chair and its occupant
over, resulting in injury
* Step down and hold the
Foot Bar to allow chair to
lower.

* Hold the Foot Bar up to
lock the chair

Recline the Backrest and
the Seat cushion

* Adjusting the two
support bars on the
support to match the two
racks, which can adjust
the tilt of the backrest
and the Seat cushion.

ka Notice!

* Do not over—extend the
chair (07150kg), creating
the risk of falls or
tipping the chair and its
occupant over, resulting
in injury

* When moving the
adjustment support rod, it
must not exceed the gear
on both sides of the rack
