Assembly Steps
Step 1

Unpack all parts and place on a clean, non-marring surface.

Unfold Seat Panel(A) in both left and right directions .

Then put it facedown on the floor.

Caution: The Lounge Parts are large and heavy, always have a
second Adult to assist you whenever lifting or moving them.

At the same time, please don't put your hand in the middle of the
gap to avoid any hurt.

Step 2

Attach Front&Back Leg((C) to the Seat Panel(A) using Bolt(F) with
Allen Key(E).
DO NOT Tighten Bolts.
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Attach Middle Leg((D) to the Seat Panel(A) using Bolt(F) with Allen
Key(E).

Now, in a sequential manner, proceed to fully tighten all bolts at
all joints.

Step 4

Carefully, with assstance from a second Adult, place the Lounge to
stand on its side.

Then stand the Lounge the right side up.

Place the Cushion(B) on the Lounge.
