The JCR-315 operates with an external AC-DC adaptor with output DC 5V === 1200mA
(CaCaOR

The unit is also equipped with a battery back-up system for the clock that is powered by
2 x AAA size batteries (Not included).

POWER CONNECTION

1. Connect the cord of the power adaptor to the DC IN JACK (#20) of the JCR-315.

2. Connect the plug of the power adaptor to a wall socket.
The JCR-315 is powered and in standby mode when you see the LCD DISPLAY (#8) is
switched on.

BATTERY BACK-UP SYSTEM

The Battery Back-up System ensures the clock and alarm settings will be retained during a
power interruption or power outage [in order to preserve the battery life, the LCD DISPLAY
(#8) will not light]. All clock settings will be kept in memory, however, the clock time may
require adjustment for exact accuracy once the power returns. If the batteries are not installed,
the LCD DISPLAY (#8) will blink”12:00” when the power is restored. This will indicate that you
have to reset the time and alarm settings.

BATTERY INSTALLATION

1. Open the battery door on the back of the cabinet.

2. Follow the polarity diagram shown inside the BATTERY COMPARTMENT (#21) and
Install 2 X “AAA” size batteries (not included).

3. Replace the battery door.

IMPORTANT: Be sure that the batteries are installed correctly. Wrong polarity may damage
the unit.

NOTE: Only use a well-known brand of battery to ensure longest life and the best
performance.

CAUTIONS:

1. Do not mix old and new batteries.

2. Do not mix alkaline, standard (carbon-zinc) or rechargeable (nickel-cadmium) batteries.

3. If the unit is not to be used for an extended period of time, remove the batteries. Old or
leaking batteries can cause damage to the unit and may void the warranty.

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TIME AND CALENDAR SETTING

In order for the clock to function properly, the clock has to be set before you use it for the first
time. After powering up the JCR-315, the LCD is in time display mode and show 12:00.

1. Press the SET BUTTON (#15), minute digits will blink.

2. Tap the TIME/ALARM SET UP BUTTON (#11) or TIME/ALARM SET DOWN BUTTON
(#12) repeatedly until the correct minute is displayed.

Tap the SET BUTTON (#15) to confirm. The hour digits will blink.

Tap the TIME/ALARM SET UP BUTTON (#11) or TIME/ALARM SET DOWN BUTTON
(#12) repeatedly until the correct hour is displayed.

Tap the SET BUTTON (#15) to confirm. 12Hr will blink.

Tap the TIME/ALARM SET UP BUTTON (#11) or TIME/ALARM SET DOWN BUTTON
#12) repeatedly to select 12Hr or 24Hr.

7. Tap the SET BUTTON (#15) to confirm and complete the time setting.

CALENDAR SETTING

1. Tap the DISPLAY BUTTON (#14) repeatedly to select calendar display mode.

2. Tap the SET BUTTON (#15), the date digits will blink.

3. Tap the TIME/ALARM SET UP BUTTON (#11) or TIME/ALARM SET DOWN BUTTON
(#12) repeatedly until the correct date is displayed.

4. Tap the SET BUTTON (#15) to confirm. The month digits will blink.

5. Tap the TIME/ALARM SET UP BUTTON (#11) or TIME/ALARM SET DOWN BUTTON
(#12) repeatedly until the correct month is displayed.

6. Tap the SET BUTTON (#15) to confirm. The last two digits of the year will blink.

7. Tap the TIME/ALARM SET UP BUTTON (#11) or TIME/ALARM SET DOWN BUTTON
(#12) repeatedly until the correct year is displayed.

8. Tap the SET BUTTON (#15) to confirm and complete the time setting.

Notes:

- Press and hold the TIME/ALARM SET UP BUTTON (#11) or TIME/ALARM SET DOWN
BUTTON (#12), the setting digit will go fast forward/backward.

- The unit will return to clock display mode automatically if no button is pressed within 15
seconds.

ALARM OPERATION

SETTING THE ALARM TIME

You can set two different alarm times and select wake to RADIO / ALARM sound.

1. Press the ALARM BUTTON (#16) repeatedly to select Alarm1 or Alarm2.

2. Tapthe SET BUTTON (#15), the minute digits flash.

3. Tap the TIME/ALARM SET UP BUTTON (#11) or TIME/ALARM SET DOWN BUTTON
(#12) repeatedly to set the minute.

4. Tap the SET button (#15), the hour digits flash.

5. Tap the TIME/ALARM SET UP BUTTON (#11) or TIME/ALARM SET DOWN BUTTON

(#12) repeatedly to set the hour.

Tap the SET BUTTON (#15) to confirm.

Tap the TIME/ALARM SET UP BUTTON (#11) or TIME/ALARM SET DOWN BUTTON

(#12) repeatedly to select wake to alarm, radio or off.

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Notes:

e Once the alarm is set and wake to radio is selected, the wake to preset radio station can
be changed.
Repeat above steps 1, 2, 4 and 6, the radio frequency will flash on the LCD DISPLAY (#8).
Tap the TIME/ALARM SET UP BUTTON (#11) or TIME/ALARM SET DOWN BUTTON
(#12) repeatedly to select the stored preset radio station. Tap the SET BUTTON (#15) to
confirm.

e |F Alarm 1 and Alarm 2 set at same time, only Alarm 1 will function.

Deactivating a sounding alarm
During the alarm sound, press any buttons on the top except the SLEEP/SNOOZE/DIMMER
BUTTON (#13) to turn off the alarm. The alarm will resume after 24 hours (the next day).

SNOOZE FUNCTION

After the radio or alarm sounds, you may press the SNOOZE/SLEEP/DIMMER BUTTON
(#13) for a few more minutes sleep. The alarm will stop for approximately 9 minutes and
then turn on again.

RADIO OPERATION

Listening to the radio

1. Tap the ON/OFF BUTTON (#10) to turn on the JCR-315.

2. Tap the AM/FM BUTTON (#4) to select the AM/FM band. The frequency will show on the
LCD DISPLAY (#8).

3. Tap the TUNE BUTTON + (#3) or the TUNE BUTTON - (#2) to adjust frequency.

4. Press and hold the TUNE BUTTON + (#3) or the TUNE BUTTON - (#2) to automatically
tune to the next available station.

5. Rotate the VOLUME CONTROL (#5) to obtain the desired sound level.

6. Tap the ON/OFF BUTTON (#10) to turn off the JCR-315.

Notes:

¢ Use manual tuning to select weaker stations that might be skipped during automatic
tuning.

e |If the automatic tuning does not stop on the exact frequency of the station, for example, it
stops on 88.9 MHz instead of 88.8 MHz, use the manual tuning method to “fine tune” to
the exact frequency of the desired station.

e Toinsure maximum FM tuner reception, fully extend the TELESCOPIC FM ANTENNA (#9)
for best FM radio reception.

e The AM antenna is built inside the radio. If AM reception is weak, change the position of
the unit until the internal antenna picks up the strongest signal.

Setting the Radio Station Presets

The unit allows you to store up to 20 FM stations and 20 AM stations for easy recall at any
time.

Tap the ON/OFF BUTTON (#10) to turn on the JCR-315 and select AM/FM band.

Tune to the radio station you want to store in memory.

Tap the SET BUTTON (#15). The preset channel number will blink on LCD DISPLAY (#8).
To change the preset channel number location, press the M + (MEMORY UP BUTTON)
(#7) or the M - (MEMORY DOWN BUTTON) (#6) to step through the preset locations (1-
20).

To confirm the preset location, tap the SET BUTTON (#15).

To store up to 20 station presets, repeat steps 2-5 above.
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Hints

This unit features an AUTO SEARCH function that will automatically save the first 20 AM and
20 FM strong stations found. To use this feature, make sure the unit is in Radio mode, and
select the FM or AM band. Press and hold the SET BUTTON (#15). The unit will scan from
the lowest frequency to the highest frequency within the selected frequency band. The first
strong radio stations found will be stored in the preset locations starting from 1.

Recall Preset Station

Tap the ON/OFF BUTTON (#10) to turn on the JCR-315 and select AM/FM Mode. Tap the M +
(MEMORY UP BUTTON) (#7) or the M - (MEMORY DOWN BUTTON) (#6) to select the
preset station.

TIPS FOR BEST RADIO RECEPTION

AM - The AM antenna is built inside the radio. If AM reception is weak, change the position of
the unit until the internal antenna picks up the strongest signal

FM — To obtain the best FM reception, fully extend the TELESCOPIC FM ANTENNA (#9).
Avoid close to the speakers or other electrical appliance.

SLEEP OPERATION

This function allows you to program the system to turn itself OFF after a set period of time.

You can set your sleep time while in Power On (Radio or AUX) mode:

1. To activate the sleep function, press the SLEEP/SNOOZE/DIMMER BUTTON (#13)
repeatedly on the unit, the LCD DISPLAY (#8) will show “90, 80, 70, 60, 50, 40, 30, 20, 10,
OFF in sequence.

2. When the LCD DISPLAY (#8) shows your desired sleep time, release the button, the
sleep timer is now activated, the SLEEP Indicator will Turn On. The LCD DISPLAY (#8)
show “10” is to indicate “10 minutes” sleep time and so on. When the sleep time counts to
zero, the unit will go off.

AUX IN OPERATION

The JCR-315 provides an auxiliary audio signal input jack for connecting external audio

devices like MP3 players, CD players and iPods (except iPod shuffle 3rd generation) and

listen to your external source through the speaker of this system.

1. You need an audio cable (not included) with one 3.5 mm stereo plug on each end of the
cable.

2. Plug one end of the cable into the AUX IN jack (#18) located on the right hand side of the
unit and the other end of the cable into the Line-out Jack or Headphone Jack of your
external audio device.

3. Turn on the external audio device.

4. Turn on JCR-315 and it will switch to AUX mode automatically.

5. The volume level can now be controlled through the volume control of your radio. Operate
all other functions on the auxiliary device as usual.

Notes:

(1) If you connected the Line-out Jack of your external device then you only need to adjust
the volume control of this system. If you connected the Headphone Jack of your external
device then you may need to adjust both the volume control of your external device and
the volume control of this system to find the most desirable volume setting.

(2) Remove the audio cable from AUX IN JACK (#18) when you finish listening. Don't forget
to switch off the power on your external device as well.
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EARPHONE CONNECTION

Connect the plug of the stereo earphone (not included) into the EARPHONE JACK (#19).
When using earphone, the speaker will be automatically disconnected. Adjust the VOLUME
CONTROL (#5) to the desired volume level

CAUTION

Avoid excessive volume levels for long period of time when using the earphone.
Prolonged use at high levels may impair your hearing.

DIMMER CONTROL

Press and hold the SLEEP/SNOOZE/DIMMER BUTTON (#13), Hi, Low or Off will show on
the LCD DISPLAY (#8). Tap the SLEEP/SNOOZE/DIMMER BUTTON (#13) repeatedly to
select the brightness. The current Dimmer Selection will show for a few seconds and then
return to the previous screen.

USB BATTERY CHARGING

CONNECTING A USB CORD (NOT INCLUDED) FOR CHARGING YOUR CELL PHONE

Plug the standard end of the USB cable (not included) into the USB CHARGING PORT
(#17) located on the back of the JCR-315. Plug the other end of the cable into the device
you wish to charge.

Observe the battery charge indicator on your device to make sure the charging process
starts normally.

Unplug the cable when your device is fully charged.

WARNING!

The USB CHARGING PORT (#17) located on the back of the JCR-315 is designed for a
smart phone or portable device battery charging only and does not support data transfer
or connection to a computer.

Don’t connect the USB CHARGING PORT (#17) of the JCR-315 to other USB charger. It
may damage both units and void the warranty.

RESETTING THE UNIT

In case of malfunction due to electrostatic discharge, reset the unit by disconnecting the DC
plug of the AC Adapter from its rear DC IN JACK (#20). Remove the backup batteries. Wait at
least for 3 minutes before reconnecting the DC plug to the DC IN JACK (#20) and replace the
backup batteries.
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CARE AND MAINTENANCE

e Clean the radio with a soft damp cloth and let all parts dry completely after cleaning.

e Do not use any aggressive cleaners, brushes with nylon bristles, sharp or metallic
cleaning utensils, knives, hard scrapers and the like. They could damage the surfaces of
the radio.

e Do not immerse the radio in water and do not let water getting into the housing of the
radio.

e Unplug the power adaptor and clean the radio before storage.
e Always store the radio in a dry and clean place.
